Many high schools offer Advanced Placement Classes or an IB Program. A
f h l h b h ll d h h l dfew schools have both. Typically, students who pursue either an AP laden
or IB curriculum earn the coveted "Most Demanding" label.

Admission officials don't prioritize one over the other but you can checkAdmission officials don t prioritize one over the other, but you can check
with your counselor as you make your class selections, if you want to be sure
that your course load stays in "Most Demanding" range.
